AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 18131 AND18132

OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF LOVES PARK

WHEREAS Section 18131 ofthe Code ofOrdinances ofthe City ofLoves Park regulates
maintenance of properties and structures located within the City and

WHEREAS the City ofLoves Park desires to ensure public safety inupon such buildings
properties and structures and

WHEREAS the City desires to amend said section

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF

LOVES PARK VVINNEBAGO COUNTY ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS

SECTION ONE Section 18131 ofthe Loves Park City Code is hereby amended to read as

follows

The ICC International Property Maintenance Code 2006 edition as published by the International

Code Council be and is hereby adopted as the Property Maintenance Code ofthe City ofLoves

Park in the State of Illinois for regulating and governing the conditions and maintenance ofall

property buildings and structures by providing the standards for supplied utilities and facilities and

other physical things and conditions essential to ensure that structures are safe sanitary and fit for

occupation and use and the condemnation ofbuildings and structures unfit for human occupancy
and use and the demolition ofsuch existing structures as herein provided providing for the
issuance ofpermits and collection of fees therefor and each and all of the regulations provisions
penalties conditions and terms ofsaid Property Maintenance Code are hereby referred to adopted
and made apart hereofas if fully set out in this ordinance with the additions insertions deletions

and changes prescribed in Section Two of this ordinance

SECTION TWO Section 18132 is rescinded and replaced as follows

Section 18132Amendments additions and deletions to the Property Maintenance Code

Section 1011is amended as follows

1011Title Theseregulations shall be known as the Property Maintenance Code ofthe City of

Loves Park hereinafter referred to as this code
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Section 1064is amended as follows

1064Violation Penalties Any person who shall violate a provision ofthis code shall upon
conviction thereof be subject to a fine ofnot less than 2500 nor more than 50000 at the

discretion ofthe court ofjurisdiction Each day that aviolation continues after due notice has been
served shall be deemed a separate offense

Section 202 is amended as follows

Add the Following Definition DEBRIS Materials which are placed outside in a haphazard
manner which may create rodent and pest harborage or items which are not intended or customarily
stored outdoors and which if left exposed and unprotected from the elements have or potentially
will deteriorate by reason of vandalism moisture and exposure Such materials can include rubbish
and items which might otherwise be considered useable such as furniture appliances boards

intended for interior use cardboard boxes ofitems clothing dishes machinery and so forth

Section 3021 is amended as follows

3021Sanitation All exterior property areas and premises shall be maintained in a clean safe and

sanitary condition free from any accumulation ofrubbish or garbage The occupant shall keep that

part ofthe exterior property which such occupant occupies or controls in a clean and sanitary
condition The Code Official may order the removal ofgarbage and rubbish pursuant to 65 Illinois

Compiled Statutes5112013

Section 3024is deleted and replaced as follows

3024Weeds All premises and exterior property shall be maintained free from weeds orplant
growth in excess of 10 inches 254 mm Weeds shall be defined as overgrowth underbrush all

grasses annual plants and vegetation However this term shall not include trees or shrubs or

cultivated flowers and sand gardens All noxious weeds shall be prohibited All weeds shall be

removed pursuant to 65 Illinois Compiled Statutes511207and Chapter 94 Article One of the

City ofLoves Park Code ofOrdinances

Section 3028is deleted including the Exception and replaced as follows

3028Motor Vehicles Except as provided in other regulations no currently unregistered or

inoperable motor vehicle shall be parked kept or stored on any premises with the exception ofnot

more than one unregistered or inoperable vehicle stored within a totally enclosed permanent
structure And no vehicle shall at any time be in a state of major disassembly disrepair or in the

process of being stripped or dismantled

Exception Uses that are properly zoned for such storage
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Section 30210is added as follows

30210Cisterns Pursuant to 65 Illinois Compiled Statutes5112010 cisterns unused and
abandoned shall be filled with clean fill earthen material and sealed withanonremovable cover as

prescribed by the Code Official

Section 30414is amended as follows

30414Insect Screens During the period from April 1 toNovember 1 every door window and

other outside opening used or structure required for ventilation purposes serving any building
containing habitable rooms food preparation areas food service areas or any areas where products
used in food for human consumption are processed manufactured packaged or stored shall be

supplied with approved tightly fitting screens ofnot less than 16 mesh per inch254mm and

every swinging door shall have aselfclosing device in good working condition

Exception Screen doors shall not be required foroutswinging doors or other type of

openings which make screening impractical provided other approved means such as air

curtains or insect repellant fans are employed

Section 3074is added as follows

3074Rubbish and Garbage on Parkways No refuse shall be disposed ofat any site other than

those approved by the city It shall be considered to be aviolation ofthis code to set out bulk waste

for collection without first calling the citysbulk waste contractor or set out bulk waste prior to the

time designated by the citys bulk waste contractor and City ofLoves Park Ordinances

Section 4043Exceptions 2 is amended as follows

4043Minimum ceiling heights

Exceptions
2 Basement rooms in one and two family dwellings occupied

exclusively for bathroom toilet rooms laundry study or recreation purposes

having a ceiling height ofnot less than 6 feet 8 inches 2033 mm with not

less than 6 feet 4 inches 1932 mm ofclear height under beams girders
ducts and similar obstructions

Section 5011is amended as follows

5011Scope The provisions ofthis chapter and the Illinois State Plumbing Code listed in Chapter 8

shall govern the minimum plumbing systems facilities and plumbing fixtures to be provided



Section 6011is amended as follows

6011Scope The provisions ofthis chapter the 2006 ICC Electrical Code the 2005 National

Electrical Code and the 2006 International Mechanical Code all as amended shall govern the

minimum mechanical and electrical facilities and equipment tobe provided

Section 6023is amended as follows

6023Heat Supply Every owner and operator ofany building who rents leases or lets one or more

dwelling unit rooming unit dormitory or guest room on terms either express or implied to furnish
heat to the occupants thereof shall supply sufficient heat during the period from October 1 to May 1

to maintain a room temperature of not less than 65 degreesF18 degrees C in all habitable

rooms bathrooms and toilet rooms

Section 6024is amended as follows

6024Occupiable work spaces Indoor occupiable work spaces shall be supplied with heat during
the period from October 1 toMay 1 to maintain a temperature ofnot less than 65 degrees FI18
degrees Cduring the period the spaces are occupied

Exceptions
1 Processing storage and operation areas that require cooling or special temperature

conditions

2 Areas in which persons are primarily engaged in vigorous physical activities

Section 6033is amended as follows

6033Clearances All required clearances to combustible structural or finish materials shall be

maintained Clearances of36 inches 914 mm shall be maintained for all other combustibles such as

stored materials

Section 6037is added as follows

6037Flue All fuelburning equipment and appliances shall be connected to an approved chimney
or vent When awater heater is connected to a chimney or vent with a furnace the water heater

shall not be connected below the furnace vent connection

Exception Fuelburning equipment and appliances which are labeled for unvented

operation

Section 6041is amended as follows

6041Facilities required Every building used for human occupancy shall be provided with an

electrical system in compliance with the requirements ofthis section Section 6050and local
amendments
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Section 60421shall be added as follows

60421Minimum servicesinglefamilydwelling When installing a service in an existing
singlefamily dwelling or replacing anpart ofthe service a minimum3wire 100 ampere 120240

volt service shall be required to be installed with a minimum panel size of 16 spaces The entire

service shall be brought up to the current codes

Section 60422shall be added as follows

60422Minimum servicemultifamilydwelling For existing multifamily services no more than

two 60 ampere main disconnects shall be allowed on a 100 ampere service and no more than four

60 ampere main disconnects and one 30 ampere house main disconnect shall be allowed on a 200

ampere service When replacing or installing anypart ofthe electrical service in an existing multi

family dwelling the entire service shall be brought up to the current codesThe minimum panel
size allowed shall be 12 spaces

Section 60423shall be added as follows

60423Main Disconnecting Means Main disconnecting means and overcurrent protective devices

shall be accessible to each tenant ofamultifamily building Overcurrent devices such as fuses or

breakers shall be used to protect branch circuit conductors

Section 60424shall be added as follows

60424Service grounding Ajumper shall be installed around the water meter The grounded
conductor at the main disconnecting means shall be bonded to water pipe within 5 feet 1524 mm
ofthe point ofentry of the main water service pipe

Section 60511shall be added as follows

60511Electrical equipment wiring and appliances No structure shall be deemed to comply
with the requirements of this ordinance relating to electrical equipment wiring and appliances
unless

a Exposed wire Every exposed wire has insulation that is in good condition

b Exposed knob and tube wiring There shall be no exposed knob and tube wiring in

basements garages accessible attic spaces etc

c Short circuit No short circuit or break exists in any electrical conductor

d Shock hazard No obvious shock hazard exists

e Overload No circuit shall be overloaded as aresult ofconnecting equipment or

appliances to outlets supplied with wire of inadequate size

fOvercurrent protection Branch circuits shall be protected by breakers or fuses of the

proper rating for the wire size and shall not feed more than 10 outlets

g Fixture receptacle switch and junction boxes secure Every fixture receptacle switch

and junction box shall be securely and properly fastened in position
